Entry Fee - all booths (10% of First Premium $100.00) - $10. (No entrance fee for Junior Booths) Booth
Size: - approximately 6' wide & 3' deep.

Work on Grange Booths may start in July. To be completed by Monday evening August 3, 2026.
Release Time is Sunday night closing.

The Fair Society will furnish electricity in each booth. Each booth will be partitioned off as agreed upon.

All material and/or articles used in booth are placed at the Grange's own risk. The Fair is not responsible for
loss or damage to anything connected with booth exhibits. Use ONLY flame-retardant materials. Try not to
use material that if wet would run. DO NOT USE CREPE PAPER.

Therefore, each Subordinate exhibit should portray some phase of our State and or County Agriculture; and
each Junior Exhibit some phase of agriculture or Grange Work; be of educational value; the development of

a specific subject as relates to NYS Agriculture; is attractive; and present originality.

day of the fair for cash premiums to be given.
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
